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PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE - 1 September 2016

The Canterbury Property Boundaries and Related Matters Bill was passed into law
Tuesday 30 August and provides critical direction to Canterbury surveyors on boundaries
affected by the Canterbury earthquake sequence. It is pleasing to see our advocacy work
on the principle that the ‘boundaries did not move with the land’ resulting in the inclusion of
a waiver of liability for work done in the immediate aftermath of the quake. Without the
much needed clarification over which principle to apply to earthquake-affected land (ie
‘boundaries moving with the land’) and the waiver of liability mentioned, many surveyors
would still remain in an unfair and potentially devastating position of liability. Read Mark
Allan's full message.

CADASTRAL STREAM

The Cadastral Stream is in close discussion with LINZ regarding the review of the Rules for
Cadastral Survey 2010. LINZ has indicated that this review will be a priority once they
have completed the development of the Rules and guidance to support the Canterbury
Property Boundaries and Related Matters Bill.

LINZ is committed to continued engagement with surveyors and bodies representing
cadastral surveyors on the Rules. LINZ will be setting up an expert group for the review
process and will work with us to identify members. We will keep members up to date as
work on the review progresses.

Recent Case Note Summaries

This month we report on six court decisions covering diverse situations associated with
subdivision, development and land use activities from around the country:

e A case about the standing at appeal of a neighbour who had given consent to a
subdivision and development at Clarks Beach adjoining the Manukau Harbour, but
who now wished to appeal the decision on the grounds that he had been misled
into giving that consent;

e A successful prosecution by Auckland Council of the owner of a property at
Onehunga. The owner had relocated a garage to the front of his property despite
his unsuccessful application for resource consent to do so;

e A partly successful appeal about administrative charges which were imposed by
Thames Coromandel District Council which had granted consent to a subdivision
but which had subsequently been cancelled;

e Another decision in relation to an enforcement order involving large-scale
unauthorised earthworks and native bush clearance at Waiwera, north of Auckland;

e A further court decision involving the status of a quarrying operation at Saddle Hill
near Dunedin and efforts to resolve the apparent conflicts between different
interpretations of previous consent. No clear conclusion has yet been announced;

e A decision of the Court of Appeal over interpretation of earlier consents issued by
Waimakariri District Council and noise rules in the district plan. The existing use
rights to operate the clay target shooting activity and certificates of compliance for
it, were being challenged by the development of new houses on nearby ‘“life-style”
blocks of land.
